Mireya Samper utskrifadist fra Ecole d’Art de Luminy i Marseille { Frakklandi 1993
hiin stundadi einnig nim vid Myndlista- og handidaskola Islands 1987-90 og
Academia di Bologna 4 [taliu 1992.

Hun hefur haldid fjolda einkasyninga 4 Islandi og erlendis auk pess ad taka patt i
fj5lmorgum samsyningum. Mireya er stofnandi, framkveemdastjori og listrenn
stjérnandi alpjodlegu listahatidarinnar Ferskir vindar.

Syningin ENDURVARP endurspeglar ferli og ahrif sem Mireya hefur unnid med og
upplifad, b2di 4 Islandi og i Japan, undanfarin misseri. Fjallad er um innri og ytri
kosmés, dendanleikann, eilifdina, endurtekninguna og hringrasina — innri og ytri
hringras.

A syningunni er ad finna innsetningu, tvi- og privid verk eftir Mireyu dsamt verkum
eftir japonsku gestalistamennina Tomoo Nagaii sem samdi hlj6dverk med
innsetningunni, og videé verk eftir Higuma Haruo unnid upptr samvinnu hans og
Mireyu med sému innsetningu. Innsetningin er einskonar ,.fhugunarrymi® — gestum
syningarinnar bydst ad fara inn i rymid, setjast eda leggjast og gefst par teekifeeri til
fhugunar. P4 er einnig japanska gjdrningalistakonan Kana Nakamura patttakandi i
syningunni. Pappirsverkin 4 syningunni eru 611 unnin 4 japanskan washi pappir og flest
peirra med takni sem Mireya hefur préad og gerir pau ljéshleypin sem kallar fram
nyja eiginleika i pappirnum.

Mireya Samper graduated from Ecole d’Art de Luminy in Marseille, France in 1993.
She also studied at The Icelandic College of Art and Crafts 1987-1990 and at
Academia di Bologna in Italy 1992.

She has held many solo exhibitions in Iceland and abroad. as well as participated in a
multitude of group exhibitions. Mireya is the founder, managing director and artistic
director of the international art festival Fresh Winds.

The exhibition REFLECTION reflects the processes and influences, which Mireya has
worked with and experienced recently, both in Iceland and Japan. The exhibition
touches on the inner and outer cosmos, eternity, repetition and the circulation— inner
and outer.

The exhibition features an installation, two and tree-dimensional work by Mireya as
well as works from Japanese artists Tomoo Nagaii, who composed a sound piece to go
with the installation and a video piece from Higuma Haruo created from his and
Mireya'’s collaboration on that same installation. The installation is some kind of
“meditation space” Guests can enter the space, sit or lie down and are given a chance
to meditate. The Japanese performance artist Kana Nakamura is also a participant in
the exhibition. The paper pieces on display are all made on Japanese washi paper, the
majority with a technique, developed by Mireya, which makes the artworks translucent,
and brings out new characteristics in the paper.
